The staging, performance, costume,acting-actors, audience and other conventions related to each type will be analysed. The move from liturgical, religious and allegorical plays towards secular, satirical and renaissance drama will be especially emphasized.

Method of instruction: The course will be conducted in lectures, paper presentations and class discussions. The generic and background information  will be in lectures. The theoretic material will be supported with visual material. The students will each present papers on the  the mystery plays  and on one morality play and/or an interlude . Each student will hand in a formal research paper(double spaced,10 pages,MLA format) comparing a mystery play of her/his own choice from three different cycles. 

The students are expected to come to class having read ALL the primary texts, to do research and secondary reading and to take part in class discussions.
