IV. Method of Instruction: The course will be conducted through lectures, class discussions and student workshops, but the majority of the class hours will be dedicated to oral practice and presentations. 
V. Requirements: In the first half of the semester there will be oral exercises which the students will take part in. The second half will be devoted to the oral presentations of the students. Besides exercises, evaluation, role-playing and impromptu speeches, each student will prepare two speeches. If time permits, persuasive speech will be studied, hence either an informative speech or a persuasive speech will be assigned to be presented for the final exam. It is obligatory that the students provide a hard-copy of their speech on the date of their final exam. Also, students should refer to secondary sources citing these sources according to MLA format. 
Attendance is fully required. More than 11 hours of absence will result in F1.
