I. Aim and Contents: 
The aim of the course is to introduce the students to the short story as a literary genre and help them develop a critical appreciation of the short story as a modern genre through the analysis of sixteen representative texts. At the beginning of the course, the origins and development of short story and the relevant literary terms will be explained in detail. The development of the short story will be examined and illustrated with the works of late 19th century American, French and Russian forerunners. The core of the course will constitute 20th century British short story writers and their works. Additionally, 20th century American and Turkish short story writers will be included for comparative purposes. The thematic, technical and stylistic contribution of each writer will be thoroughly analysed.
